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What is GEM? 

• Research programme that aims to assess 
entrepreneurial activity across countries and over time. 
GEM measure entrepreneurial activity within adult 
population (18-64) 

• 73 countries participated in the 2014 exercise 

• Annual adult population survey - representative sample 
(min 2000 individuals in each country) 

• Particular focus on early stage entrepreneurship (TEA)  

              TEA = nascent + new firms owners 

 



Three main dimensions of APS: 

• Attitudes (social values, individual 
attitudes)  

 

• Activity (stage, entrepreneurial profile, 
motives, reasons for discontinuation) 

 

• Aspirations (internationalization, 
innovations, growth)
